SUBJECT:  2006 BOAT CREW QUALIFICATION TRAINING at PROVIDENCE CENTER, etc
As you are aware, member training is a Flotilla responsibility including Boat Crew Qualification training.  However, some aspects of boat crew training may not be readily available at the Flotilla level. Therefore Divisions 1 is again sponsoring a Boat Crew Qualification training program designed to augment the Flotilla training and mentoring process.  As before, students are expected to make the necessary arrangements at the Flotilla level to have qualified mentors assigned before starting this BCQ program. The student will be required to list their mentor’s name(s) when he or she registers.

PROVIDENCE CENTER

The Spring BCQ training program at Providence Center will be held on seven successive Monday evenings from 3 April through 15 May 2006. The first session, on Monday 03 April, will be a new member briefing.  
USCG STATION CURTIS BAY
An On-the-Water (OTW) mentoring session will be held at USCG Station Curtis Bay on Saturday 20 May 2006.
The District requires “Members wishing to earn the crew qualification must participate in one minimum four hour on-water training patrol and a minimum of one additional safety patrol prior to having on-water mentoring tasks signed off”.  We strongly encourage that this patrol time be a minimum of eight hours.  Every effort should be made to meet these initial requirements at the Flotilla level before attending the 20 May session.

The Qualification Examiner (QE) session will be held at USCG Station Curtis Bay on Saturday 10 June 2006 and will be coordinated by Jeff Patrick, ADSO-OP, egis@msn.com.

Please review the attached BCQ program packet and encourage members to register for these programs ASAP.  Please help members obtain the necessary training manuals in time for the training.

DIRECTIONS TO PROVIDENCE CENTER

Land-based classes will be conducted at the Providence Center, located at 370 Shore Acres Road, Arnold, MD.  Take Route 50 East to Bay Dale Drive; turn left onto College Parkway; make first right onto Shore Acres Road.  (See map below.)
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DIRECTIONS TO USCG STATION CURTIS BAY
Water-based activities will be conducted at USCG Station Curtis Bay, located at 2415 Hawkins Point Rd, Baltimore, MD.  
From Baltimore, take 695 E towards Glen Burnie and the Key Bridge.  Take EXIT 1 toward MD-173 / HAWKINS PT RD / PENNINGTON AVE / FT SMALLWOOD RD.  Turn RIGHT onto QUARANTINE RD.  Turn RIGHT onto HAWKINS POINT RD / MD-173 N.  Turn left at the USCG Curtis Bay sign.  Be prepared for 100% ID search.
From Washington, take 295 N or 95 N and exit onto 695 E towards Glen Burnie and the Key Bridge.  Follow above directions once on 695 E.  See map below.
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BCQ REQUIREMENTS 

1. Each student should have a copy of the AUXILIARY BOAT CREW TRAINING MANUAL  (COMDTINST M16794.51), (ANSC 2018), which establishes policies and procedures for the training and certification of Auxiliary members.  

2. Also each candidate MUST have the appropriate AUXILIARY BOAT CREW QUALIFICATION GUIDE
a. Crew Candidates need  Vol I-CREW MEMBER (CONDTINST M16794.52), (ANSC 2018A) 
b. Coxswain Candidates need Vol II-COXSWAIN  (COMDTINST M16794.53), (ANSC 2018B). 

c. PWO Candidates need Vol III-PWO (COMDINST M16794.54), (ANSC 2018C)

 All of these materials are available online at www.uscg.mil/hq/g-o/cgaux or can be ordered through your flotilla staff officer for materials. Each of the qualification guides contains review questions, which should be worked in advance of the class. 

For additional information, and for training purposes, each flotilla has two copies of the new Boat Crew Seamanship Manual (COMDTINST M16114.5B), (ANSC 2017) which are to be shared by the students. (Also online) 

3. Each candidate must have completed one of the following boating courses: Boating Skills and Seamanship (USCGAUX), Sailing and Seamanship (USCGAUX), Sailing Fundamentals (USCGAUX), or Boating Safely (USCGAUX), or State of MD Boating Class. Please work with your FSO-PE or FSO-MT if you have not yet passed the course. You may alternately challenge and pass a closed-book exam for these courses.
4. Crew candidate must complete four hours of on-the-water training and one operational patrol (under orders) prior to beginning the OTW mentoring signoff phase on Saturday 20 May 2006 at USCG Station Curtis Bay.
5. PWO candidates should already be crew qualified.

6. Mentoring tasks will not be signed off during the session in which they are taught. 

a. The candidate’s mentor may witness and evaluate the candidates performance on each task and signoff if warranted,

b. A separate signoff session will be programmed for both land and water based tasks. 
7. A qualified mentor must signoff on all tasks prior to final QE oral examination and check ride. Your signoff books must be complete with all signatures prior to the Saturday 10 June 2006 QE signoff.
8. A National Agency Check / Law Enforcement & Credit Check (NAC/LC) package must be submitted when all training tasks are completed and/or prior to QE sign off.  
9. Uniforms are encouraged at the Providence Center, but are not required, given the time constraints placed on working Auxiliarists. Boat crew uniforms are required at Station Curtis Bay events. PFDs and personal survival equipment (whistle, light, and mirror) are required for the OTW activities.  PWO candidates need “high speed” PFD’s and equipment as described in Vol III.
10. Meals will be available at the “mess” on base with USCG Auxiliary ID or at several local restaurants within short driving distance.
